ABSTRACT

There are many technologies available in groundwater and soil remediation  which can successfully treat the inorganic contaminants but those are not suitable for the organic contaminants. Recent research shows that surfactant flushing seems to be a promising technology to remove the organic contaminants from the soil and ground water. The knowledge of fundamentals of surfactant adsorption on soil surface and solubilization of organic contaminants inside the surfactant micelle is important for the designing of surfactant enhanced remediation process. The talk will be focused on some of our recent experimental results on mechanism of surfactant adsorption on sand surface, solubilization of organic contaminants in surfactant micelle, and finally their removal efficiency from a sand column.
